I love that it points to Jesus as our beautiful Saviour. We have so much to be thankful for as we approach Good Friday and Easter Sunday. Jesus willingly chose to suffer on the cross in every way to save and redeem us. That is perfect love in action. He lives today and continues to love the nations. 
	I truly am thankful for the beautiful message of salvation and the opportunities the Lord gives me and my staff to share the good news with the kids and teens we work with. Since my last update, 5 more new kids have joined our Center and I am praying that another Zoe (we have a Zoe already) can come too. Her mom left her and her dad and her need help. Her dad, Edgar, was part of our “family” at our Support Center when he was a teenager. Yesterday, the mom of Dylan, who is 7, told me that he absolutely loves coming to Candelero Kid’s and talks about us all the time. He has no dad. He is one who makes us laugh with his joking ways, and often says to me, “Do you want to have a fist fight?”  The new kids are Santiago, Valentina, Edward, Eynar and Leonel.
	I want to share a beautiful testimony of Sara Nieves. I attended her wedding in December. It was beautiful and special, but even more special is the fact that she has been helping out at the YWAM Home outside of Santa Cruz, when she can. She lived there for several years as she was a very troubled teenager. She sent me an audio the other day saying that when she helps out at the Home for Street Girls she feels “complete” and she loves being able to help the young girls. Knowing her since she was 6 years old, and seeing how the Lord has completely changed her life in the past few years and is using her to help other girls, brings tears of joy to my eyes. After hearing her audio text, I thought of what Isaiah said in Isa. 61:3, “to give them a beautiful headdress instead of ashes.” That is what He did for Sara and now she is pointing others to her Saviour. 
	On March 21, most of the boys from our Home, including 2 that no longer live there, and I went on a guided 18 km hike in the mountains and valleys an hour outside of Tarija. What beautiful creation we saw and enjoyed! Only God could make such beauty and it was so fun to do a long hike with the boys. I was encouraged with the talks that I had with Ricardo from our Home on the hike, as he is one who is more distant many times. I believe that God is working in his heart. Josue, who studies virtually and lives elsewhere, has been visiting us for a few weeks. He left our Home to go to a Bible Seminary in Cochabamba in 2023 and he will be speaking at our church on Easter Sunday. Pretty special eh? 
	Last weekend, I attended an Assembly with the other SIM missionaries in Cochabamba. As I met and talked with missionaries who are from Switzerland, Holland, Colombia, Ireland, Bolivia, and the USA, and heard the devotional from a retired missionary from Malaysia, I was very blessed and know that God led me to SIM. These missionaries work in Potosi, Cochabamba, Sucre, and La Paz, and learning about their ministries was a highlight. Romans 10 says, “How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the good news!” And, it goes on to say that many don’t hear and that “faith comes by hearing the Word of God”. So let’s pray that many will be open to hear and put their faith only in Jesus, our Saviour. This world is going through so much, obviously, and needs Jesus. 
	Russell and Anita Wolfe, the director of SIM Canada, will be coming to Tarija from April 7 – 11 and I am looking forward to meeting them and showing them what the Lord is doing here. On April 18, we will celebrate the Day of the Child, which is really on April 12, with an outing to a river with all of our kids. On April 22, I will share about missions at a church that a friend from Coffee House days attends. And, Antonio told me he is coming the middle of April to visit. He was the second boy that came to live at our Boy’s Home 15 years ago in April. He left our Home 2 years ago. How special to get to see him again. 
        	The old chorus, “Isn’t He beautiful, beautiful, isn’t He? Prince of Peace, Son of God, isn’t He?” has been on my mind as I have thought about the word “beautiful”. I am so thankful that I know Jesus as my beautiful Saviour, and I am sure you are too. Thank you so much for being a part of sharing the good news to the kids, teens and others that God has led us to here in Tarija. Your prayers, support and encouragement are a huge blessing to us. We also pray for you. Happy Easter! He is risen!
